· This presentation will explore the identification, assessment, and response to physical child abuse in clinical and community settings. It will review common injury patterns, red flags for non-accidental trauma, and key differences between accidental and inflicted injuries in children. Emphasis will be placed on the role of nurses, medics, pharmacists, and physicians in early recognition, appropriate documentation, and mandatory reporting. The session will also highlight communication strategies, multidisciplinary collaboration, and evidence-based approaches to protecting vulnerable pediatric patients and ensuring their safety.
